Leonidas Charamopoulos, «Versions of time in the Greek pre-
modern world (17t - beginning of 19t century): secularization,
time-discipline, leisure»

The aim of this study is the examination of the perceptions of time in the
cultural context of the Greek-orthodox population in the Ottoman Empire and
in the Greek merchant communities of central Europe. Having as analytical
fields the intellectual production and the economy, we develop questions
about the different ways of comprehension and handling of time from the
various social groups that construct the Greek pre-modern world.
Additionally, the study tries to find the shifts that take place in these ways
between the 17thand the beginning of the 19t century as well as
theprocedures of constructing the perceptions of time in the context
composed in the 18t century by the development of the intellectual
movement of Greek Enlightenment and the rise of the orthodoxcivil
merchants in the ottomandominion.

The changes which are noticed in the social, economic and cultural
field of the Greek pre-modern world create new mentalities about the secular
and the religious perception of time, about work and leisure time and about
time of economic activities. The historiography so far focuses on the study of
timekeeping to discover the different perceptions. The current
studydifferentiate itself from most of the previous works because it focuses
onintellectual texts, on economic and cultural practices to shed light to these
perceptions.More specifically, the first chapter is concerned with the religious
and the secular perception of time as they rise in two moralstudies that were
published during the period of Greek Enlightenment.The first text is written
by NikodimosAgioreitis, a monk in Mount Athos, and the second one is
written by DimitriosDarvaris, ascholar and son of a merchant family who
lived in Vienna.In their texts someone can find ideologies and mentalities
about the worth of work and leisure activities.The second chapter refers to the
use of newspapers as tools for secularization of time and the construction of
the present. As an example for this, we use the first Greek newspaper that
was published in Vienna between 1791 and 1797. In the third chapter we
examine the time-discipline in work and in leisure activities. The framework
in which this kind of discipline was determined in the Ottoman Empire was



theguild system. In the last chapter we examine the time of merchant
practices, of agricultural contracts and testaments in Aegean islands. The
ecclesiastical and agricultural times of the 17t century shift in the 18t
century, they are being secularized and adapted according to the new
priorities of the socially and economically rising merchants.

In conclusion, the current study through the codification of these
versions of time in the context of the Greek pre-modern world, aims to
contribute to the international historiography of perceptions of time and
procedures that are structured by a different example from that of the central
and western European societies, which is well developed.
