Kavvathas Georgios: «The Second Phase of the Civil War (1824-
1825): Collaborations, Conflicts, Transformations»

The present essay examines the second phase of the Civil War that erupted
during the struggle for independence. The Civil War was the expected
reaction of a conservative traditional society to the revolutionary orders of
modernization and the construction of a nation-state. Traditional leadership
groups understood themselves as the natural continuation of the Ottoman
administration, and reacted strongly to the prospect of losing their dominant
position. The total rupture with the past was inconceivable to them, but that
was exactly the liberal modernists’ plan.
Thought the description of the events of the Civil War, and highlighting the
role of traditional leadership groups and liberal modernists, shows that the
rupture was inevitable. Emphasis is given to the second phase of the Civil
War, where the opposition of traditional leadership groups to modernizers
was more evident. Particular reference is made to the events of the descent of
the Roumeliots” government troops to Peloponnese, and to the repressive
methods that followed the victory of Koundouriotis Government.
