Kougoulis Nikos: «Occupations or/and Professions in Crete and
Cyclades, During the 2nd Millenium BC, Based on Iconography
and other Material Evidence»

The current essay deals with professions or occupations in Crete and
Cyclades, during the 2nd millennium BC. For this purpose iconography is
primarily leveraged, and by extension, material evidence that has come to
light. The Aegean Scripts have revealed significant supplementary evidence
related to these two sources of information. First and foremost, various
portable- or not findings are included in iconography, depicting a relative
scene. Consequently, various excavation findings or accidental ones are
revealed in material evidence, both in small portable findings and fixed
constructions. Finally, Aegean Scripts include Hieroglyphic Script, Linear A
Script and Linear B Script.
Relatively to professions solely, in the introduction part a brief reference to
occupations is made. They are predominantly revealed by the findings of
excavations and their presence in iconography and inscriptions is not usual.
For instance, such professions are perfumers and mural painters.
Consequently, in the main body, individual and basic professions are
analysed, for which significant information is available thanks to the
aforementioned sources. For example, such professions are shepherds and
potters.

Taking into consideration the above elements there is, apparently, a variety of
professions, with some of them featuring specialization. One such profession
is carpenters, who depending on the type of their specialization, created
ships, furniture, construction products, musical instruments and a variety of
different items. In addition, the variety of craftsmen and materials that certain
of them utilized, demonstrates the great experience and the high level of
expertise of specific professionals.
Concerning production administration, in minoan economy, three types exist.
Firstly, there are palatial workshops that demonstrate great productivity and
full time occupation of specialized craftsmen. Then, individual and
independent workshops are identified in houses, with part time occupation of
empirical craftsmen who produce meager utilitarian items. Finally, there are



cases of workshops that exist in the middle, comparing the two previous ones.
For example, neither do they produce the increased quantities of palaces, nor
the meager quantities of individual workshops. On the contrary, they produce
increased quantities of products and expose them to other settlements via sea
or shore.
Relatively to the participation of two sexes in various professions, deficient
and opposed elements do not allow the extrapolation of secure conclusions.
More specifically, iconography demonstrates the domination of men in the
majority of professions, however, in written sources they are featured only in
weaving and metalworking. Nevertheless, the most possible scenario is that
in the majority of occupations there was cooperation between both sexes.
Finally, the variety of materials (metals, ivory) and the intense presence of
ships in minoan art demonstrate the advanced level of exchanges and
settlements’ openness, two elements that contribute to development and
prosperity. These two are supported by surpass build up, a consequence of
production administration .
