Koukos Christos: «Crime and Criminal Justice in Greek During
the Ottoman Rule 17th-18th Century»



This work, entitled "Crime and Criminal Justice in Greek During the
Ottoman Rule 17th-18th Century," attempts to approach the phenomenon of
violence through crime in a society with characteristics such as those of the
Ottoman Empire. In this effort, the following are selected: (a) the act (unfair),
(b) the subject of the crime, namely the criminal, (c) the recipient of the act, ie
the victim, and (d) the law, which describes the act as unfair and punishes
her. The above four elements: act - crime - victim - law, are investigated on the
basis of the dialectical relationship and interconnectedness, but also on their
relation to the socio-economic formation of the period under consideration.

The investigation is not just an attempt to detect cases of violence and
their respective punishments for these acts, but overall it investigates the
violence of the people of the particular place and time, the way that violence
was perceived by historical subjects, but also the causes behind the way and,
finally, the role it had in society "independently" of the way people perceived
it. The way in which societies or the state choose to deal with the violence and
crime of the victim and the victim each time, crime.

In order to present as complete a picture as possible of crime and
judicial justice in the Ottoman Empire during the 17th and 18th centuries, a
period of significant administrative, economic and social change, studies of
court documents of the period as well as the Ottoman criminal code that is in
force at that time but also the Islamic Holy Law. The criminal acts dealt with
in the context of the present work concern property crimes, with the
predominant role being grief, religious or moral allegations of slavery,
abduction and illicit exploitation, as well as cases of homicide.
