Nikolaos Lempesis: “The Egyptian army during the New Kingdom
Period”
The New Kingdom period of Egypt is a good example of how a state, or nation, can

drastically change due to significant events, which are external in origin. Such events could
be the loss of territories corresponding to half of its size from a foreign enemy, like the



Hyksos. The recapture of these territories by Egypt, along with the expulsion of foreigners,
at least from the political sphere, along with ensuring that such a situation won’t become
reality again, as well as securing and extending the power and influence of Egypt outwards,
couldn’t had been realized without a strong military force.

The Egyptian army during the New Kingdom underwent a series of changes, which
made Egypt one of the superpowers of the Late Bronze Age. The evolution of weapons
that were already part of the Egyptian arsenal, such as axes and spears, and the adoption of
new weapons, such as the war chariot, swords and composite bows reflect the changes that
took place during this period. Changes in the organization as well in the recruitment and
training practices of the soldiers are also observed.

This paper presents the Egyptian army during the New Kingdom period. Firstly,
the structure of the army's administrative organization and the formations on which it is
based, is given. This includes unit sizes, the officers who administered them, and the titles
they held. Next, the standards or banners used by the various units are presented. Also, the
structure and the duties of the scribes, who complemented the army’s administration, is
given. The presentation of the organization ends with the corps in which foreign soldiers
served. In the next chapter, the way in which the soldiers were recruited and trained, as
well as the form of their service, according to the body they served in, is presented. In the
next chapter, the equipment that was available to the soldiers is presented, and in the
following chapter the ways in which conduct battle either on the field or during sieges were
conducted, are given. The paper concludes by presenting the nature of the logistics of the
Egyptian army, along with the final conclusions.
