Meligkonis Nikolaos: «Archeiomarxism in the interwar period:
its ideological differences and conflicts with the Communist
Party of Greece (K.K.E.) and its position in the international
communist movement»

Archeiomarxism, the movement that developed around the journal
Archive of Marxism (Archeion Marxismou), first published in 1923, was the most
massive pole of the leftist opposition to the K.K.E. during the interwar period.
The first part of the paper attempts to give a brief account of the course of the
archeiomarxist movement from its origins, which can be traced to the period
before 1923, until 1934, when the Communist Organisation of Bolshevik-Leninists
Archeiomarxists (K.O.M.L.E.A.) split. In this part, special reference is made to
the roots of archeiomarxism, in particular to the Socialist Youth Organisation
of Athens (1916), to the leftist tendency of the party's founding congress
(1918), to the group of the journal Communism (1920-1921) -which acted
autonomously outside of the Socialist Worker’s Party of Greece (S.E.K.E.) and
sought to transform it into a purely Communist party- and to the internal
faction of the “First Core” (1921-1924), led by Francesco Giulati, from which
the archeiomarxist movement originated. The same chapter presents the
organizational reconstruction of the Archive that followed the change in its
leadership with the replacement of Giulati by Dimitris Giotopoulos as well as
the activities of K.O.M.L.E.A. from 1930 to 1934. Special mention is made of
the three crises that afflicted the archeiomarxist movement (the "Third
Situation" in 1927-1928, the '"factionist crisis" in 1929-1931 and the
disintegration of K.O.M.L.E.A. in 1934). The chapter concludes with a brief
reference to the development of the parties that emerged after the 1934 split,
namely the Communist Archeiomarxist Party of Greece (K.AK.E.) of D.
Giotopoulos and the team of George Vitsoris.

The second part of the paper presents the relationship of
arheiomarxism with the K.K.E. from the time of the Communism journal team
and the archeiomarxist faction, to the time of K.O.M.L.E.A. Particular
reference is made to the position of the Archive during the elections and
referendums of that period (1919-1934) and to the violence that characterized
the relations of the K.K.E. with the Archive. The third and final chapter of the
paper attempts to present the position of the archeiomarxist movement in the
international communist movement. At first reference is made to the
internationalist orientation, which dates back to the time of Communism
journal. Next, the departure from the Comintern principles is presented and
the gradual approach of the Archive to Trotsky, which resulted in the
accession of KKO.M.L.E.A. to the International Left Opposition, of which it
was an important member. The chapter closes with the rift between
Giotopoulos and Trotsky, who led the archeiomarxist party to seek new allies
in the international communist and socialist movement. Finally, the paper



presents some conclusions about the particular nature of the archeiomarxist
movement and its relationship with the K.K.E.
