Papadaki Konstantina: «The exile of Makarios 1956 : the social
and political impact in Greece»

This essay examines the political and social consequences in Greece caused of
the exile of the archbishop Makarios ( 9-4-1956), the political representative of
Cypriot people.
As regards to the political consequences, the essay examines which policy
developed each Greek political party in order to comfort the Cypriot crisis.
Particularly a question is if a common policy towards the Cypriot crisis was
adopted or if the crisis was considered as a problem of the Greek internal
policy. Another question which this paper tries to answer is if the Greek
political parties perceived the Cypriot issue as part of the movement against
western power or as an inoculators issue of the Greek nation. Furthermore a
fact questioned in this paper is the way which the exile of Makarios affected
the  Greek governmental policy about the Cypriot issue.
As regards to the social consequences, a question is how did the British
decision to exile Makarios affected the Greek public opinion. The indignation
of Greek people against the British policy erased to due to the Makarios exile.
Also this indignation was attached to the rise of the movement against
western power and she was followed by vandalisms of British buildings in
Greece. Moreover Greek citizens were opposed of the Greek external policy
because of the British decision.
The opposition of the British policy against the Cypriot demands for self-
determination caused disorders not only in the Greek society but also in the
internal policy in Greece. For example, protests that were organized to
present the opposition of the Greeks against the exile of Makarios led to the
death of Greek citizens( 9th May 1956). Furthermore the motion of censure
against the Greek government, issued on 21th May 1956, presents the political
and social disturbance.
To sum up, the elaboration of this essay is based on the press of the period
examined. Another source is the minute of the Greek Parliament because the
Cypriot issue at this period of time was prelevant.
