Papadopoulos Fotios: «Reading the Algerian revolution from
Athens: Aspects of Decolonization in the Greek Press. 1957-
1959»

The purpose of this thesis is to illustrate how the Greek press represented
decolonization by investigating the ideological factors that determined any
form of representation in the period 1957-1959. Any ideological inclinationis
understood as part of the confrontation between the political parties in Greece
over the Cyprus issue, the influences of the Cold War on Greek post-civil war
ideology as well as the influences of anti-colonial or colonial discourses as
expressed in the international press and the United Nations. The selected
newspapers are the Avgi, To Vima and Kathimerini.

This thesis is divided into four chapters. The first chapter is devoted to
the role of internationalization of the Algerian question. In the first
subsection, it is investigated how the Algerians through the most important
international organization, the UN, provoked a first interest about the
Algerian struggle in the Greek press andthe Greeksinvoked imaginary
connectionsbetween the Algerian and Cyprus issue. The second subsection
focuses on two incidents of extreme violence of the war itself in Algeria with
each side accusing the otherfor “crimes” against humanity- the torture of
Algerians by the French in the battle of Algeria and the slaughter of Melusa -
which further contributed to the internationalization of the issue (summer
1957).

The second chapter is devoted exclusively to the Cold War. In
particular, the first section explores how the Algerian question was used in
the Greek press in 1957 to negotiate Greece's alignment by discussing whether
it was "moral" or "just" the existence of people under colonial rule in a block
called the "free world". In the second subsection, the Cold War acquires a
geographical character. Analyzing the bombing of Sakiet in the context of a
French military operation (first half of 1958), it emerges that the Algerian



Question maybe was conceived by the Greek press as a diplomatic struggle to
maintain West's influence in North Africa.

The third chapter focuses on a historical event of short duration but of
great importance for French history, the crisis of 13th May and the birth of the
Fifth French Republic (1958). The Algerian war-related incident had attracted
much interest in the Greek press, with regular headlines and responses
throughout the crisis. The Greek press, on the occasion of this event, has
raised the issue of the peculiar coexistence of democracy with colonialism and
the problems it has caused in the Western Block.

The fourth chapter attempts, through the intersection of those chapters
that preceded,to map the representations of FLN in the Greek press with
emphasis on: (a) the imaginary connections between the Cyprus struggle and
that of the Algerians; (b) the role of The Cold War in shaping any perception
about the Algerian anticolonial movement. The first section examines the
relationships between the Cypriot anticolonial movement and other anti-
colonial movements.Additionally, it provides a comprehensive description of
the attitude of the Greek press towards the Cypriot anticolonial movement.
The second subsection examines the "anti-imperialist view" of the press,
namely the attitudes of the Greek Left which linked the Algerian struggle
with their political struggle and this of the Cypriots. The third sub-section
deals with the "imperialist view", that is the attitude of some of the center-
right and right-wing press, which although connected the Algerian issue with
the Cyprus issue, their pro-Western orientation prevented them from
fullysupporting the Algerian struggle. On the contrary, they sought to find
new ways to maintain the West’s influence over North Africa.
