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The Hellenic Expeditionary Force in Korea (HEF) (1950-1955) was the first
Greek allied mission within the United Nations. On June 30, 1950, in response
to the recommendation of the UN Security Council to assist UN members,
Plastira's government declared its support for South Korea. The supply of
military forces came shortly after, by the government of Sophocles Venizelos.



Greece, while in the process of rebuilding from its 10-year struggle,
responded to the UN's call and deployed with a Greek Army battalion and a
flock of seven Dakota planes for aid to the Republic of South Korea, which
had been subjected to a sudden attack by North Korea in June 1950.
Not only the international and Balkan environment, but also the general
political philosophy of the Greek governments of the time, as well as
opposition pressure, played a role in shaping Greek foreign policy during the
period 1949-1955. The Greek government of Nicholaos Plastiras and
Sophocles Venizelos had already applied for NATO membership, but the
request was initially rejected by the Americans on the grounds that it was not
necessary for the defense of the WEST.
Therefore, the participation of Hellenic military forces would be proof of the
need for Greece to be included in the core of the West, which NATO
represented at that time. The Greek delegation to Korea has also provoked
various reactions, which we would say were quite intense and that they came
not only from the left parties but also from the friendly to the government
press, or the ruling Greek Rally (1952 - 1955).
