Vanikioti Alexandra: «The monuments of Ramesses III in
Egypt>

During the reign of Ramesses III (1184-1153 B.C.), important monuments were
built in Egypt, such as the temples at Medinet Habu and Karnak. Herein, the
comparative study is pursued. Further investigation, regarding the
architecture, the iconographic program and the inscriptions, that adorn the
interior and exterior of the temples, are conducted. Additionally, the
classification of the reliefs and texts into tables, is attempted, in relationship to
theirs placement as well as theirs context, for the facilitation of theirs study.
This master’s dissertation is divided into five chapters. In the first chapter,
which is the most extensive section of the study, the temple which is located
at Medinet Habu, and is dedicated to the worship of Pharaoh, is meticulously



showcased. The above mentioned monument is one of the best preserved for
the New Kingdom. Thus, it is heeded as one of the most valuable material
testimony of this era. In the second chapter, the tomb of Ramesses III, in the
Valley of the Kings, numbered KV 11, is studied. Simultaneously, a brief
overview of the ancient Egyptians’ perceptions for the Underworld is
elaborated on. In the third chapter, the monuments that were constructed at
Karnak in honor of the gods, are analyzed. In the fourth chapter, the
remaining lesser-known temples are mentioned, that are situated at Edfu and
Tell el Yahudiyah. In the fifth chapter, a synthesis of the data is attempted. An
effort is endeavoured to highlight the similarities and the differences among
the temples, regarding the architecture, the pictorial program and the
inscriptions.
