Gioka-Spitsieri Aspasia: «The financial activity of the
Mycenaean priesthood: textual and archaeological evidence

from the Greek mainland»

The present dissertation examines the financial activities of the Mycenaean
priesthood, based on the Mycenaean Linear B script and the archaeological
evidence from the sanctuaries of the Greek mainland, during the palace



period (14th -12thc. B.C). Target is the investigation of the way that, the
temple economy was organized, and the relationship with the palace
economy attempted to specify. Based on the fact that in the early societies, like
the Mycenaean, economy, society and religion were closely associated, the
previous fact is related directly to the social status of the priesthood within
the ranked palace system, and connected directly to the question of the nature
of the Mycenaean kingship. As it outputs from the documents, the priesthood
participated to the primary production, as also to secondary sections (like
metallurgy, texting and perfumery). The archaeological data support the close
relation between the priests and the activities of the craft industry and
indicate that the priesthood occupied additional with the jewelry. The
dissertation is structured in three parts. In the first place, the thesis of the
sacred economy is examined, along with the relationship with the secular and
religious dominion. The second part is based on the textual evidence
(composition and framework of the Mycenaean cult personnel, manufactured
activities of the shrines and the presence of religion inside the landholding). A
case of special interest issues from the conflict of priestess e-ri-ta with the da-
mo. The priestess e-ri-ta was the high priestess of the area pa-ki-ja-na, which
was a religious center near Pylos. The priestess’ conflict with the
representatives of da-mo (the community), for the terms of possession of one of
the biggest lands of pa-ki-ja-na, consists the most ancient case of judicial
conflict of proto-history that we know to date. The litigation is registered in the
tablets Eb 297 and Ep 704. According to the priestess’ claims, the tax should not
be payed, because the land belongs to the god. The decision on the conflict
between the priestess and the da-mo remains unknown. However, as it seems
from the litigation in question, the power of da-mo is at least equal to hers and
also the da-mo could have the power to set the rules over her. The da-mo seems
to have been a collective, local part of the administration and a non-palatial
entity, whose palatial power was significantly reduced or ineffective. Other
textual testimonies (as the collective contribution to Poseidon recorded in the
tablet Un 718 from Pylos) highlight the important role of communities in the
sector of religion. Probably these communities supervised the worship and
perhaps constituted the connective link for the continuation of worship, not
necessarily with the same content in historical times. The third part of the
dissertation concerns the archaeological evidence (where the sanctuaries of
mainland Greece that appear elements of manufacturing activity are
presented, as well of Ayia Irini in Keos and Phylacopi in Melos). The last part
deals with the restructure of the facts, and proposes that the sanctuaries
located close to the palaces were economic unities controlled by them, but
maintained some kind of autonomy. The textual evidence confirm the
existence of a discrete category of religious personnel, with certain
competences and devotional services. The priests and priestess were, at least
during the final phase of the palace period, as is shown from the data mainly
from Pylos, professional officers, they served a specific deity, in a specific
sanctuary and, broadly, the officer’s sex coincided with the sex of the deity.



From the existing data it cannot be concluded that, the religious element
dominated in the production and redistribution of goods during the
Mycenaean palace period. The evidence indicate that the religious dignitaries
had an important place in the Mycenaean society, but neither a privileged
treatment nor the occupancy of special privileges, although the religion had a
major role in the Mycenaean society and seems that some sanctuaries
disposed economic power, as well as a resulting kind of influence. From the
existing textual and archaeological data cannot be found conclusion as of the
simultaneous rating of a priest and a king, neither for the existence of some
special relationship between the priesthood and the supreme political power,
until now. In each case, the religious sector did not seem to be superior to
other distinguished classes, nor did it excel the secular power.
