Spentzos Georgios: «The problem of Greece’s Security 1923-
1926»

The main purpose of this thesis is to discuss the problem of Greece’s
security and the search of the Greek governments, in the effort to build a
reliable system, through which it would be possible to secure the territorial
sovereignty and the independence of the country.

Greek foreign policy, between 1923 and 1926, has not been researched as
thoroughly as the subsequent Venizelos government (1928-1932). The
available literature has clearly described the great importance of the transition
from the irredentist policy to one aiming at the continuation of the status quo,
as well as the stalemate in the relations with the Great Powers and the
neighboring Balkan states.

The present thesis aims to answer to major questions of the Greek foreign
policy and the problem of security between 1923 and 1926. For example, were
the decisions of the “Revolution of 1922” and the successor governments after
1924, adequate to deal with the challenges? Which of the leading politicians of
that era played key role in the making of Greek foreign policy? Was the
revisionism of the Pangalos dictatorship a result of international
developments, or an opportunistic policy, by which he aimed to satisfy only
his personal ambitions?

The writing of the present thesis has been based on the research of
unpublished primary sources, such us the Diplomatic and Historical Archive
of the Greek Foreign Ministry, the archives of the Foreign Office, the
Eleftherios Venizelos Archive, as well as published collections: the Theodoros
Pangalos Archives and the series Documents on British Foreign Policy, 1919-
1939.

The introduction of the thesis defines the issue, emphasizing the
magnitude of the transition which the Lausanne Treaty effected on the
"deeper factors", that determine Greek foreign policy. The first chapter
analyzes the importance of the change brought by the end of the "national
wars" and the signature of the Lausanne Treaty.

The second chapter focuses on an incident that defined the Greek views for
the international system of that time, the occupation of Corfu by fascist Italy.
This chapter ends with a discussion of the consequences of this incident for
the Greek security system, as the country was attacked by a Great Power,
while the hopes of Athens for the new international organization of Geneva,
the League of Nations, proved an illusion.

The third chapter focuses on the differences with neighboring states, after
the Lausanne Treaty, emphasizing the problems created by Bulgarian
revisionism. The chapter analyses the relations with the enlarged, after 1918,
Serbia, a new regional power in the Balkans and also the relations with



Turkey, a neighbor, with which Greece had important affairs to resolve. The
next chapter analyzes the relations of Greece with the three Great Powers,
Britain, France and Italy. Particular emphasis is given to Greek-Italian
relations, due to the Rome’s revisionism.

The fifth chapter examines the changes effected by the Theodoros Pangalos
regime in the realm of Greek foreign policy. More specifically this policy was
oriented towards a revival of an aggressive policy against Turkey. The
implementation of Pangalos’ plans was based on an armaments program and
a diplomatic opening to Rome, London and Belgrade. Finally the agreement
with Serbia led to the overthrow of Pangalos’s regime.

The sixth chapter discusses the developments from the overthrow of the
Pangalos regime, focusing on the foreign policy of the Kondylis government
and especially on its successor, the “Ecumenical”. This chapter concludes with
the reference to the efforts of the Ecumenical government for a diplomatic
overture to Rome, which was the beginning of a reformation of Greek foreign
policy.

The conclusions discuss the huge climax of the change that these years
brought to Greek foreign policy and security. This change would reach its
climax during a subsequent period, after Venizelos’ return to power in 1928,
when he presided over the exit of the country from its diplomatic isolation.
